WELCOME TO THE RYE RECYCLING CENTER!

The Rye Recycling Center is located at the intersection of Washington
Road and Grove Road. The facility is open Tuesday through Saturday from
7:30 a.m. to 3:45 p.m. for the disposal of recyclables and trash. We also have a
brush dump for the disposal of chippable brush and vard debris.

We have put this brochure together as an informational guide that will
give you some idea of how things operate around the facility. As always, if you
have any questions about the facility, be sure to ask one of the atiendants on
duty, and they will be glad to assist you.

Recycling began in Rye around 1978 with the gathering and sale of
newspapers. It was not until 1980 that the town ordinance was written, and
recycling was made mandatory. Many people put in long hours, hard work,
and a lot of heart into the process to pet recycling up and running. This is why
we have such a fine facility today.



This is a list of the items we recycle
at the facility:

(lass “Bottles™- clear, green (including
amber and blue), and brown. Please do not
put window glass, Pyrex, or drinking glasses
in with the bottles. The glass bottles are to
be deposited into the color-coded barrels in
front of the building.
Plastic Bottles- #1 p.c.te. soda bottles,
Juice bottles, water bottles. bottles that are
transparent; #2 h.d.p.e. milk containers,
laundry containers, containers that are
colored; look for the recyveling symbal on
the bottom ( a triangle) with the numbers |
or 2 inside the triangle. One rule of thumb is
that the top will always be smaller than the
bottom. Please make sure that the
containers are rinsed oul,
Used Motor Oil- See an anendant for the
proper place to dispose vour oil.
Aluminum Cans- soda, beer, and some
pet food cans if they are white on the inside,
if' vou can bend it with your fingers, it is
usually aluminum; if not. then it is tin,
which goes in a different container. Ask the
attendant.
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Newspapers- Thers is a table for the
newspapers. They should be cleaned of all
the glossy inserts. The glossy inserts go in
the mixed paper.

Glossy and Mixed Paper- glossy
inserts from your newspapers, envelopes,
cereal boxes, brown paper bags, orange juice
containers, milk containers, egg containers,
shredded paper, magazines, telephone books
and glossy cardboard.

Corrugated Cardboard- moving
boxes, liquor boxes, etc.; no waxy, wet, or
real dirty cardboard. If you have real large
pieces, please cut them down to 2-foot by 5-
foot pieces o they will fit into our baler.
Tin Cans- soup, dog food, coffee, etc. If it
i5 heavy metal that you cannol bend with
your fingers, it is usually tin, We also will
accept paint cans that are empty and dry. Be
sure to show the attendant before disposing
of them,

All of the recyclables have signs
on the front of the building

identifying where they should be
disposed.
